Raising Resilient Children: How Communities of Color Respond to the Challenge will be the focus of the School of Public Health’s 21st Annual Minority Health Conference February 19 at the William and Ida Friday Continuing Education Center in Chapel Hill. 

Faculty, staff, students and working professionals are invited to attend the conference and are encouraged to participate in the poster presentation during the conference. To do so, you must submit an abstract on a topic that is timely and relevant to the Conference theme. The abstract must be received by January 26, 1999. The Conference goals are to identify public health challenges U.S. communities of color confront when trying to raise resilient children; understand the issues that affect children for the purposes of implementing a multidisciplinary approach during program planning and when conducting research; and present interventions, policies and research that address the health problems affecting U.S. children living in communities of color. 

The Conference will focus on several topics including access to healthcare (prenatal care)/health insurance, welfare reform, HIV/AIDS, teen pregnancy, reproductive health, family structure issues specifically addressing parenting skills, self-image, ethnic identity, race relations, depression, suicide, eating disorders, trauma due to death and divorce, child abuse, child maltreatment, violent crimes by kids, neighborhood violence, nutrition and physical activity, and substance abuse. 

The keynote speaker will be Dr. Stephen B. Thomas, director, Institute for Minority Health Research, The Rollins School of Public Health, Emory University. Other speakers include: Rev.
