I. MAJOR DEVELOPMENTS AND TRENDS

TEACHING 

The increasing scope of the department's activities has necessitated 
organizing the department into five program areas. In addition to 
general epidemiology, t}ese include 

1. Health Services Research
2. Environmental Epidemiology
3. Family Planning and Population Control
4. Clinical Epidemiology
5. Alcohol and Drug Abuse

Appropriate research is being developed in each of these areas to 
support the teaching program, and students have the option of concentra­
ting in any one area. All the areas have in common an attempt to 
integrate the social and biological sciences as well as an emplasis on 
the basic methods of epidemiology and biostatistics. 

These expanded activities have led to increasing working relationships 
with the departments of medicine, pediatrics, psychiatry, and family and 
community medicine in the Medical School, the UNC Health Services Research 
Center, Population Center, Alcohol Center, the School of Pharmacy, and 
Social Work, as well as the Departments of Environmental Sciences and 
Biostatistics in this school. 

Student applications have continued to increase, and the caliber of the 
applications improve. This year we have had over 70 applications (for 
a q�ota of 14 new admissions) and have had to close applications by the 
end of April. 

RESEARCH 

The number and variety of research projects continue to expand (see 
section VIII) and form an invaluable data-Hase and experience oppor­
tunities for our students. Student dissertations also are beginning 
to form another extra-ordinarily useful source of infonnation for the 
department and are being widely used by c�rrent students and faculty. 
In April 1973, four of our alumni were invited back to present papers 
based upon their dissertations or theses to the whole department in a 



symposim entitled "Family Health". This method of making knowledge 
cumulative, showing the inter-relationships between different approaches 
to a similar topic, and providing ideas for subsequent research was 
judged highly successful. 

CONSULTATION 

The department continues to provide consultation services.to faculty 
and students engaged in research in the Medical School, School of 
Nursing, Duke Medical School and School of Nursing at Duke. In addition, 
this year these consultative activities have expanded into the School of 
Pharmacy, N. C. State Board of Health, Appalachian Regional Commission, 
and a number of universities and organizations outside of this state. 

Increasing efforts are now being made to provide ongoing consultative 
services to local health agencies and hospitals in this state.

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E. Research Training Program in Alcohol Abuse

The purpose of this program is to train persons in alcohol 
research. Alcoholism is one of the leading problems in the field 
of public health. This program studies this problem through a 

comprehensive and multidisciplinary approach. It emphasizes the 
fact that problems related to alcohol use do not exist in mutually 
exclusive categories, but instead are complex interactions of factors 
in many different areas. This multidisciplinary approach will 
include faculty from the Departments of Psychology, Psychiatry, 
Hedicine, Pharmacology, Anthropology, Sociology, and Health Education, 
Health Administration, Education, Law, Nursing, and additional 

interested people participating in work in alcohol related areas. 

Another area of emphasis is the study of individual variability 
within subgroups associated with certain drinking behavior and the 
development of new methodological approaches for obtai�ing valid 
answers to questions concerning the use of alcohol. T'.Ei latter would 

include development of more precise sociological instrUU1ents pre­

dictive of alcoholic behavior and consumption, development of 
quantitative estimates of blood alcohol in relation to the amount 
consumed, and development of indices for measuring the amount of 

frequency of alcohol consumption. 

Finally, although we expect to examine alcohol use in a variety 
of social and cultural settings, emphasis will be on American practices 
and, within that topic, a special emphasis on Southern United States. 

The program offers an M.P.H. or an M.S.P.H. degree and is 18 

months in duration. Students major in Epidemiology and take courses 

with special concentration on alcoholism. They develop specific 
research in a field training situation. Opportunities for field 

placement are available in and around the University �f North Carolina. 
These include ongoing research activities in the Center for Alcohol 

Studies, the School of Public Health, and the Highway Safety Research 
Center. Also, students have access to research already on-going 
and developing under the directory of Dr. George Maddox and 

Dr. Dennis Mayfield at the Duke University Medical Centers and the 
Veterans Administration Hospital in Durham. 

Courses developed under this program are open to all students in 

the School of Public Health and all other Departments in the 
University.
